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The Religious Societies Rules published by the Attorney General‘s Office also require that all religious organisations m

submit their constitution showing statement of their doctrine of faith. The rules affect imams, pastors, rabbis and other

Any religious society in Kenya must have its constitution with programmes, ministries, charitable
activities and education activities undertaken by the religious society and details of persons

coordinating these activities. According to the new rules, all religious societies must be registered and open to the ASH I “G I 0“

registrar’s inspection any time.

Back in November 2014, Attorney General Githu Muigai had promised regulations to help streamline churches and mosques follow-

ing a public outcry. This was aimed at weeding out those who want to commercialise churches and stop mosques from being used
as breeding grounds for terrorists.
